This year's exhibition of the OSTRALE Biennale can only be seen up to and including Sunday 

of this week (1.9.). The main exhibition with approx. 250 works of all genres of contemporary 

art is located in the historical building and on the outdoor area of the former tobacco factory f6 

(Schandauer Str. 68). A further 50 works have been staged, some of them very impressively, in 

the decentralised exhibition venues of the Bautzner Strasse Memorial (here up to and including 

8.9.), Goethe-Institut Dresden, Ausländerrat Dresden e.V. and SAP'art Dresden. "On many days 

we have over a thousand visitors. We are delighted about the great popularity," says Andrea 

Hilger. Children up to the age of 12 years have free entrance.

The OSTRALE Biennale has an excellent international network and is currently the third-largest temporary exhibition of 

contemporary art in Germany with over 300 works of art by around 180 artists from over 34 nations. It is not a sales exhibition 

per se, which gives it the freedom to discuss socially relevant topics away from market developments. The guiding principles of 

the OSTRALE, such as peaceful coexistence, acceptance of the stranger/unknown, respectful interaction, religious diversity and 

internationality are reflected in the exhibitions. The team of the OSTRALE Centre for Contemporary Arts has already 

organizedseveral large-scale events contributing to the contemporary artprogrammesof European Capitals of Culture, such as 

2010 in Pécs, 2016 in W roclaw and 2018 in Valletta/Malta. In the European Capital of Culture 2020 Rijeka/Croatia, the 

OSTRALE will also contribute by shaping parts of the programme.
